A Marked proptosis (& mm) with hurthel exopthalmometer
A Restricted extra ocular movement in all gazes

VISUAL ACUITY:
A Right: 6/6
A Left: 6/36

SLIT LAMP EXAMINATION:

A Conjunctival injection with chemosis

A Circumcillary Congestion

A IOP 40 mmHg using Applantion tonometer

FUNDOSCOPY:

A Shows normal foveal reflex

A Macula is normal
